The Columbia Gorge features several micro climates within its borders.

The western area is cooler ideal for the production of Chardonnay and Pinot Noir.

The eastern area is much warmer therefore making it an ideal zone for Bordeaux and Rhone varieties as

well as other varieties that enjoy a long ripening period.

e Climate: The eastern area has a continental climate and receives around 10 inches of rainfall annually.
The western area is a maritime zone and receives around 36 inches of rainfall annually. Strong winds
play a large role in temperature fluctuations.

e Soil: Diverse soils from floods, volcanic eruptions and landslides.

e Grape Varieties: Major varieties include Cabernet Sauvignon, Merlot, Syrah, Pinot Noir, Chardonnay,

Gewiirztraminer, Zinfandel, Pinot Gris, Riesling, and Sangiovese. Lesser amounts of Tempranillo,

Viognier, Pinot Blanc, Lemberger, and Barbera are planted as well.
